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Abstract

Research Title: The status quo of Applying the Governance Principles at
Governmental Secondary Schools in Jeddah Governorate form the school
Principals’ point of view.

The study aimed at recognizing The status quo of Applying the Governance
Principles and its Impediments of Governance’s application that attributes to the
deference of the variables (Academic Qualification, Years of Experience, Training
Courses). For achieving these objectives the researcher used the descriptive approach.
A questionnaire consists of two competence axes that includes 4 Governance’s
Dimensions (Transparenc?/, Accountability, Empowerment, Equity). In order to
identify The reality of Applying the Governance Principles. While the 2" axis includes
3 Dimensions ( Organizing, Human, Physical) in order to identify the Impediments of
applying the Governance Principles at Governmental Secondary Schools. The Study
Sample included Principals of the Secondary schools at Jeddah Educational
Directorate, where they were (84) Principals in ratio (80%) of the Total Questionnaire
Participants. The Most Important Results of the Research are: The reality of Applying
the Governance Principles at Governmental Secondary Schools demonstrates
(Medium) Level of Application from the viewpoint of its Principals. Whereas, the order
of the 4 dimensions Descending order as following: (Accountability, Equity,
Empowerment, Transparency) and all demonstrate Medium level of application except
Transparency demonstrates (Weak) Level of application. The Impediments of applying
the governance principles at Secondary School that demonstrates (Medium) Level of
construction, and the order of the 3 Impediments Descending order as follows:
(Physicality, Humanity, Organization). The Study demonstrates that there are no
Statistic differences among the averages of the responses of the Sample individuals of
status quo of applying the Governance and its Impediments which attributes to the
variable of Experience years. In addition that there were no Statistically significance
differences among the averages Impediments of Schools’ Principals about the status
qguo of applying the Governance application and the 3 dimensions: (Physicality,
Humanity, Organization) that attributes to qualification. As well as, there are no
Statistic differences among the averages of the responses of Schools’ Principals of the
status quo of applying the Governance Principles at the 3 dimensions (Accountability,
Equity, Empowerment) and the Impediments in general and on the 3 dimensions
(Physicality, Humanity, Organization) that attributes to the variable of training courses.
While | find Statistic differences among the averages of the responses of Schools’
Principals of apPIyinfg Governance Principles in general, attributes to Qualification in
favor of Bachelor of Science as compared to Postgraduate Studies and in the first
dimension: Transparency that attributes to training courses beside Qualification. The
Researcher recommends and stresses on the necessity of performing similar studies on
all school stages in order to stand on stable ground of applying the Governance and its
Impediments for the purpose of generalizing the results of the Study on all school
stages. In addition to performing study of the Governance Application’s requirements
at the Schools in K.S.A of making use of the Foreign Eerriences and Making Studies
of the trends of Education Affiliates towards applying the Governance of the schools
around the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.
